(NewLearnAlberta) “Every day we are presented
with quantitative or spatial information that we need to interpret and use to make
sense of our world. We rely on our numeracy skills to compare costs, get to a
destination, judge distances, fit objects into a limited space, interpret a chart or adapt
a recipe. In school, numeracy, along with literacy, enables students to make meaning
of the things they are learning in subjects like math, language arts, science and social
studies.”

Caregiver Series: April Sessions

Alberta Health Services offers free online programming for parents and caregivers of children
and youth. Sessions are offered through Zoom. Upcoming topics include understanding
anxiety, substance use, and building executive functioning skills. In these Lunch & Learn
webinars, the discussion on executive functioning skills involves ways to
