REMINDER: 2023-24 school fees 
 
School fees for the 2023-24 school year are posted on the PowerSchool Parent Portal. All 
fees are due within 30 days of being posted. Throughout the year, fees are often added to 
cover the costs for various activities, such as field trips, extracurricular activities, and late, 
damaged or lost textbooks. 
To access your fee information, simply log in to the PowerSchool Parent Portal and go to 
“Student Fees.” There you can view fees and pay them online using a Mastercard or Visa 
credit or debit card. Make sure to monitor your child’s account on an ongoing basis. 
For more information about school fees, waivers and payment deadlines, visit 
eips.ca/schools/fees. And, if you have questions, think there is an error or need help creating 
a PowerSchool Parent Portal account, contact your child’s school directly before the summer 
break.
